At its core, the fierce debate waging in Wisconsin and several other
states over public-sector unions can be traced to a single, false
argument: that public sector workers are the cause of the budget
crises states now face.

In fact, the severe state budget shortfalls around the country are
not the result of excessive compensation paid to the teachers,
police officers, and firefighters who perform essential services, but
to the economic downturn that left millions of workers
unemployed while eroding property values.

State and local tax revenues suffered as a result and today, more
than three years after the nation plunged into the worst recession
since the Great Depression, state and local governments are still
trying to recover.

Federal funding for public media has once again become a target in the debate about fisc
prudence. Attempts last fall to defund the Corporation for Public Broadcasting were defea
along party lines.

CPB provides financial support for locally owned and operated public radio and television
stations, and acts as a journalistic firewall between the government that provides this fund
and the public media journalism it funds.

The CPB's federal appropriation this fiscal year is $430 millieabout $1.39 per American
More than 70 percent of that funding goes to local stations around the country, nearly 16
percent of their annual budgets.

Most of the rest goes to producers of content, including statt@sed producers,
independents and national entities such as PBS and NPR. This funding is critical to
programs such as "PBS NewsHour," "Nova," "Frontline" and "On the Media," as well as

to local programming, and has been used to leverage millions of additional dollars from
other nongovernmental sources. Without the CPB, these programs simply might not exist.
